ONLY.   Please be aware there will most likely be heavy traffic in Pigeon Forge so please allow 
plenty of time to arrive at the office within the designated time frame.  NO QUILTS WILL BE 
ACCEPTED AFTER 1:00 P.M. on Saturday. 
 

1. Quilts may be delivered to the Pigeon Forge Office of Special Events, located in the

Quilt Return 

 
Quilts may be picked up or shipped back to you at the end of the show. Your selection must be made 
on the entry form for your quilt when shipped or delivered to A Mountain Quiltfest. Please see 
directions below for quilt return.  
 
Have Your Quilt Shipped Back from A Mountain Quiltfest:  

1. If you request your quilt be mailed back to you and you included pre-paid postage, it will 
not be available  

    for personal pickup. Absolutely no exceptions.  
2. Include in your original shipment, or hand deliver with your quilt, a separate self-

addressed mailing label  
    and pre-paid postage label for the return of your quilt. If you hand deliver your quilt to A 
Mountain  
    Quiltfest, please remember to bring with you a box for the return of your quilt. We do not 
accept checks  
    for return postage. Failure to comply will result in the disqualification of your entry.  
3. Insurance coverage is your responsibility. Please tell your shipping carrier to include your 
desired amount  
    of insurance with your pre-paid postage label.  

 
Pick Your Quilt up from A Mountain Quiltfest:  

1. Pick up for quilts will be available at the LeConte Center at Pigeon Forge on Thursday, 
June 11, 2026, 

    from 7:00 p.m. – 7:30 p.m. (Shipping boxes and/or packaging will not be returned with 
picked-up quilts)
